	PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE
DEERFIELD’S BUSY FALL AT VILLAGE HALL

Happy Fall Everyone!  What a great time to be in Deerfield – cooler weather but beautiful scenery, school back in the swing of things, and lots of activity in the Village.
The Village Board and Staff have been busy on a number of things these days.  Please review this edition of the Village newsletter for important announcements and updates.
One of the biggest issues that Deerfield has been working on for some time is the need for a new municipal water well.  Contamination found in Well #1 has required us to focus on how to maintain the quality and quantity of water service that Deerfield needs.
The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA, or “Stimulus” as some have called it) has funds available for communities seeking assistance for water projects, like ours.   Initially, the Deerfield project did not make the first cut for funding, but circumstances within the program have changed, and this assistance may now be possible.  I am pleased that both the Village and Deerfield Community School District worked hard to bring a parcel on the school’s Liberty Street property into Village ownership to help in this effort.  Depending upon how the Stimulus grant application is resolved, you may soon see construction activity on a new well and pumphouse taking place.   
Speaking of Liberty Street, you may also have seen the activity going on within that road and areas to the north.  The Savannah Parkway development is well underway, bringing a new and attractive neighborhood to Deerfield.  Earlier in October, developer Don Tierney held a fantastic event to dedicate Savannah Park, as a gateway into the subdivision, and highlighting the project.  The Savannah Parkway development, along with Walt Olsen’s Drumlin Hills subdivision, and the Veridian neighborhood on the South Side will hopefully provide a much needed economic boost to our community.  
Another issue that has gotten attention at recent Village Board meetings has been related to the attempts by our waste removal vendor to increase the cost to pick up trash and recycling in the Village.  Veolia Environmental currently provides this service to us in the Village.   Citing recent State-imposed increases in the cost to dispose of waste material, Veolia believes they have the ability to pass these costs onto the Village.  Village staff and our Attorney have reviewed our contract with Veolia and believe they cannot impose these costs on the Village.  Until further notice, the garbage and recycling charges on your monthly utility bills will stay the same as we continue to work on this issue.
Like I said, there are a lot of things going on in Deerfield.  One last highlight before I go…I’m pleased to inform you that the Deerfield Historical Society has now moved to its new location on the upper floor of the Village Hall (4 N. Main Street).  The Historical Society Volunteers have worked hard to fix up their new space and share their pride in our community with everyone.  The Society is still determining when the facility will be open, so please look for future announcements related to business hours.

SNOW & ICE REMINDER

Winter is just around the corner.  Here are some “WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS” to all Village residents:

· The Village will plow streets during snow storms of 2 inches or more.

· Winter Parking Restrictions: Between Nov. 15 through April 15, Village residents should follow the alternate side parking regulations.  Park on the even side of the street on even dates and the odd side of the street on odd dates except on specially marked streets.  Vehicles found parked illegally will be ticketed.
· All ice and snow from sidewalks must be removed by 5:00 pm on the day after a snow/ice event.  Snow must be shoveled and ice must be removed.  If your sidewalk is not cleared by that time, the Village will remove it and charge you for the work, which is set at a minimum of $80.00.
· It is illegal to shovel, plow or blow snow into or across any Village street.  Violators will be ticketed.
All of these rules are included with the Deerfield Village Code and enforceable.  They are designed to keep the Village safe for travel during the winter month.  With everyone’s cooperation, we hopefully can enjoy a safe winter travel season!
