CALL TO ORDER – NOTING OF ROLL BY CLERK 

The meeting was called to order by President Kiefer at 7:00 PM.  Roll call: Wilkinson, Tebon, Smith, Frutiger, 

Smythe-Eagle, Schreiber and Kiefer present:  Also present: Village Administrator, Patrick Vander Sanden, Fred Fry 

and Dave Lemke. 

CONSENT AGENDA 

Motion by Frutiger, second by Tebon to approve the February 8, 2010 agenda with the word “Community” changed to 

“Volunteer” under New Business.  All ayes, motion carried. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM JANUARY 25, 2010 

Motion by Wilkinson, second by Frutiger to approve the minutes from January 25, 2010 as corrected.  All ayes, motion 

carried. 

APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS 

1. DEER-GROVE EMS AMBULANCE 

Kiefer informed the Board that Finance reviewed, approved and recommended payment of check #43690 to #43733, 

which includes the payment for the new Deer-Grove EMS ambulance of $10,218.29, totaling $688,770.84. Frutiger 

stated that the ambulance is here and operating at “Paramedic” level. 

Motion by Tebon, second by Wilkinson to approve payment of check #43690 to #43733, which includes the payment 

for the new Deer-Grove EMS ambulance of $10,218.29, totaling $688,770.84.  All ayes, motion carried. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

1. JOINT  INTERACTIVE COMMITTEE 02/01/2010 

Wilkinson reported that the committee discussed Well #4, the Savannah Parkway development and the issue of 

busing in the Village.  There was no representative present from the Township. 

2. CABLE 02/03/2010 

Smythe-Eagle reported that the High School Principal, Mark Luetschwager, came to their meeting to discuss 

concerns with having the WDEE and the pep band sharing the amount of space on the stage during the taping of 

games.   They will work on getting more room.  WDEE will be holding a candidate forum at the High School on 

March 23, 2010.  Fearing’s has installed one (1) camera in the gym but will be coming back to make some 

adjustments as it is pretty sensitive.  WDEE is also working on advertisement to increase the sale of DVD’s. 

3. PUBLIC WORKS 02/08/2010 

Tebon reported that Public Works discussed the progress of Well #4, street closures for the Fire Department and 

Savannah Parkway, renewal of the contract with Independent Inspections, payment #5 to Savannah Parkway and 

the new Worker’s Compensation requirement for contractors that the Village hires. 

4. FINANCE 02/08/2010 

Kiefer reported that Finance discussed and approved the vouchers and a couple of Operator’s licenses that are also 

on the Board agenda.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS, REVIEW & ACTION THERE ON 

WELL #4 PROJECT – DISCUSSION & ACTION AS NECESSARY 

Vander Sanden informed the Committee that there were no pay request or any official business related to Well #4 that 

needed to be handled tonight.  Vander Sanden stated that the drilling of the well is at about 150’ and the contractor has 

not run into any problems. 

NEW BUSINESS 

RESOLUTIONS 

1. RESOLUTION R2010-01: 2010 FEES RESOLUTION 

Vander Sanden stated that the fees in the resolution stayed the same as 2009 except for the Park shelters fees, the 

special assessment requests from title companies and the cigarette fees.  The park shelter fees increased $25.00, 

the special assessment requests increased $20.00 and the cigarette fees increased $25.00. 

Motion by Tebon, second by Frutiger to approve resolution R2010-01 – 2010 Fees Resolution as presented.   All 

ayes, motion carried. 
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2. RESOLUTION R2010-02: A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE OF A NEW 

AMBULANCE FOR THE DEER-GROVE EMS 

Frutiger informed the Board that there had been a discrepancy in the first bill for the ambulance.  The wrong 

year’s equalized value had been used to determine the amount owed by each municipality.  The error has been 

corrected. 

Motion by Smythe-Eagle, second by Tebon to approve resolution R2010-02 – A Resolution Authoring the 

Purchase of a New Ambulance for the Deer/Grove EMS as amended.  All ayes, motion carried.    

LICENSES & PERMITS 

1. DISCUSS/APPROVE ISSUANCE OF AN OPERATOR’S LICENSE FOR THE PERIOD OF 

FEBRUARY 8, 2010 TO JUNE 30, 2010 TO AMANDA J. MCGOWAN AND ASHLEY E. SCHULD 

Kiefer stated that Finance reviewed/approved the operator’s licenses for Amanda McGowan and Ashley Schuld 

contingent upon receiving the original application and proof of completing the alcohol awareness class from 

Amanda J. McGowan. 

Motion by Schreiber, second by Tebon to approve the issuance of an Operator’s license for the period of February 

8, 2010 to June 30, 2010 to Amanda J. McGowan and Ashley E. Schuld contingent upon receiving the original 

application and proof of completing the alcohol awareness class from Amanda J. McGowan.  All ayes, motion 

carried. 

REVIEW & ACTION: 

1. DEERFIELD COMMUNITY FIRE DEPARTMENT – FIRE PROTECTION AGREEMENT 

Kiefer informed the Board that the agreement had basically been condensed from the previous agreement and had 

been approved by the Fire Commission.  Frutiger stated that the agreement also includes an attachment that allows 

him to stay on as a Commission member as long as he/the Village wishes.  After that point the Village President 

will be the only representative from the Village Board and a Village citizen will be appointed to replace Frutiger.  

Some of the Board members requested to see the old agreement for comparison so it was agreed that this agenda 

item would be tabled until the next meeting with a copy of the old agreement included.   

2. REQUEST BY DEERFIELD COMMUNITY VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARMENT – STREET CLOSURE 

The Deerfield Volunteer Fire Department (DVFD) sent a letter requesting permission from the Village to allow 

on-street parking on Industrial Park Drive on Saturday, May 1, 2010. The DVFD will be hosting an extrication 

training event that day and have invited members from other Wisconsin fire departments and feel that there will 

not be sufficient parking available in their parking lot.  Tebon stated that Public Works agreed to approve the 

parking and that the “No Parking” signs be bagged by Public Works. 

Motion by Tebon, second by Smythe-Eagle to approve the request by the Deerfield Volunteer Fire Department to 

allow parking on Industrial Park Drive for the duration of their training event, Saturday, May 1, 2010 and to have 

the “No Parking” signs bagged by Public Works.  All ayes, motion carried. 

3. REQUEST BY SAVANNAH PARK DEVELOPMENT – STREET CLOSURE FOR 2010    PARADE OF 

HOMES 

Savannah Parks submitted a letter to the Village requesting street closures for lots 5, 6 and 7 on Oak Ridge Trail, 

and lots 14-17, 19-23 in Stone Bridge Circle in conjunction with the Parade of Homes scheduled for June 12-27, 

2010.  Tebon stated that Public Works approved the request. 

Motion by Tebon, second by Wilkinson to approve the street closures for lots 5, 6 and 7 on Oak Ridge Trail, and 

lots 14-17, 19-23 in Stone Bridge Circle in conjunction with the Parade of Homes scheduled for June 12-27, 

2010.  All ayes, motion carried.  

4. CONTRACT RENEWAL – INDEPENDENT INSPECTIONS, LLC 

Vander Sanden stated that the Village’s contract with Independent Inspections, the company that provides the 

Village’s building inspection services, expires on March 31, 2010.  The fee schedule in the new contract is the 

same as the previous contract and the only change is a $3.00 increase in their hourly rate services.  Vander Sanden 

informed the committee that he reviewed the contract and compared the charges to those of neighboring 

communities and stated that he has no concerns with the contract. Tebon stated that the contract renewal was 

approved by Public Works.  Vander Sanden will bring this issue back as a resolution. 

 

5. DAMAGE CLAIM – AMERICAN FAMILY INSURANCE GROUP – DECEMBER 12, 2009 SEWER 

BACK UP 

Vander Sander stated that the Village received a letter from Midwest Claims Service informing us that a claim 
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was submitted by American Family Insurance on behalf of James & Joyce Schultz for a sewer back-up that 

occurred at 3 North Street.  This claim is the second house that was involved in the sewer back that occurred on 

December 12, 2009.  As previously discussed, Midwest Claims is recommending that the Village deny the claim 

due to the Village’s “no fault” insurance policy. 

Motion by Smith, second by Smythe-Eagle to deny the damage claim from American Family Insurance Group on 

behalf of James & Joyce Schultz, pursuant to Wisconsin statue 893.80(1g).  All ayes, motion carried.   

6. ENGINEER’S RECOMMENDATION OF INCENTIVE PAYMENT #5 – SAVANNAH PARKWAY 

PLAT 

 Vander Sanden informed the Board that the Village Engineer sent a letter recommending acceptance of the 

improvements in the next phase of Savannah Parkway and payment #5 in the amount of $156,000.00.  He is 

recommending that we withhold $10,000.00 until the sidewalks are deemed to be acceptable. 

Motion by Schreiber, second by Frutiger to approve/recommend acceptance of the improvements in the next 

phase of Savannah Parkway and payment #5 in the amount of $156,000.00, less $10,000.00 which will be held 

until the sidewalks are deemed to be acceptable.  All ayes, motion carried.  

ORDINANCES - NONE 

COMMUNICATIONS 

Lemke stated that the Lions Club will be hosting a program called “Make a Difference” and through the program they 

will be collecting cell phones, glasses and hearing aids. 

STAFF REPORTS 

1. ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT 

Vander Sanden informed the Board that the DCCVA is still working on the radio interoperability issue with Dane 

County.  A meeting will be held on Wednesday, February 17
th
 to discuss further.  The deadline to sign the contract 

with the County is still set for March 1, 2010.
