CALL TO ORDER – NOTING OF ROLL BY CLERK/SIGN IN SHEET
The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm by President Frutiger.   Roll call: Wilkinson, Tebon, Schreiber, McMullen, Fritz, Hasz and Frutiger.  Also present: as listed on the October 14, 2013 sign in sheet on file in the Clerk’s office.
CONSENT AGENDA
Motion by Tebon, second by Wilkinson to approve the October 14, 2013 agenda as presented.  All ayes, motion carried. 
A. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM SEPTEMBER 23, 2013
Motion by Wilkinson, second by Hasz to approve the minutes from September 23, 2013 as amended.  All ayes, motion carried. 
B. APPROVAL OF VOUCHERS
Frutiger informed the board that the Finance Committee reviewed and approved payment of the list of vouchers presented plus payment of an invoice from Savannah Parkway, LLC for $104,160.00 and one to the Municipal Treasurers Association for $25.00.
Motion by Schreiber, second by Roger Fritz to approve payment of check #47913 to #47963 totaling $102,291.63 plus payment of $104,160.00 to Savannah Parkway, LLC and $25.00 to the Municipal Treasurers Association.  All ayes, motion carried. 
C. COMMITTEE REPORTS

1. PUBLIC WORKS 09/30/13 & 10/14/13
Tebon reported that at the 9/03/13 Public Works meeting the committee discussed the creation of a Stormwater Utility and agreed to postpone it until 2015 which will provide time for entities to budget for the cost.  On October 14th Public Works approved resolution R2013-11 authorizing the submission of an Urban Forestry Grant application and discussed the 2014 budget and street work, hours for the compost site in 2014, payment no. 7 to Savannah Parkway, LLC, parking on Golf Drive and repair of the intersection at Kleine and Legreid Street.
2. EMS 10/01/13

Hasz reported that EMS finalized their 2014 Budget and discussed a standard operating procedure for controlled medication.  EMS’s next meeting will be October 24, 2013.
3. CABLE 10/02/13

Hasz reported that Cable discussed the use of You Tube for program playbacks, WDEE jobs and honorarium fees, equipment and technology needs including backup systems and the 2014 Budget.
4. JOINT INTERACTIVE BOARD 10/07/13

Wilkinson reported that Michelle Jensen met with the Joint Court Judge to discuss the procedure to use for processing students that are truant.  Jensen also reported that the Home Coming events went well.  The next meeting will be December 2nd, 7:00 am at the Village Hall.
5. CAMBRIDGE/DEERFIELD POLICE COMMISSION 10/08/13

Wilkinson reported that the Joint Police Commission discussed the 2014 budget, the hiring of a new officer to replace Deputy Day and the number of police calls for each municipality.
6. FIRE COMMISSION 10/08/13

The Fire Commission discussed the 2014 Budget.
7. FINANCE 10/14/13 
Frutiger reported that everything Finance approved is on the Board agenda and they reviewed the current revenues and expenditures in comparison to the 2013 budgeted amounts.

B. PUBLIC HEARING TO CREATE CHAPTER 34 – IMPACT FEES AND ESTABLISH A PARK IMPACT FEE

Frutiger opened the Public Hearing to create Chapter 34, Impact Fee and to establish a park impact fee.  No one was present to speak on the matter and the Public Hearing was closed.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS, REVIEW & ACTION THERE ON

NEW BUSINESS

A. RESOLUTIONS

1. RESOLUTION R2013-11 AUTHORIZING A REPRESENTATIVE TO FILE AN APPLICATION FOR AN URBAN FORESTRY GRANT
Tebon informed the Board that the Public Works Committee reviewed and approve resolution R2013-11 authorizing the filing of an Urban Forestry Grant similar to previously submitted application.  This is a 50/50 matching grant from the Department of Natural Resources and will be used to take down and purchase trees, provide education to the public about the  Emerald Ash Borer, funding for conference attendance and reusable watering bags.

Motion by Tebon, second by Schreiber to approve resolution R23013-11 authorizing a representative to file an application for an Urban Forestry grant.  All ayes, motion carried. 
B.   LICENSES & PERMITS
1. CONSIDER A REQUEST FOR AN OPERATOR’S LICENSE FOR THE PERIOD OF OCTOBER 14, 2013 TO JUNE 30, 2014 FOR JULIANNE INDERMUEHLE AND DONALD L. LUNDY
Frutiger informed the Board that Finance reviewed and approved an Operator’s license for Julianne Indermuehle and Donald Lundy.

Motion by Tebon, second by McMullen to approve the issuance of an Operator’s license for the period of October 14, 2013 to June 30, 2014 to Julianne Indermuehle and Donald L. Lundy.  All ayes, motion carried. 
C.  REVIEW & ACTION:

1. CREATION OF STORMWATER UTILITY
Tebon informed the Board that Public Works met with Engineer, Warren Myers to discuss the creation of a Stormwater Utility.  After discussion the Committee felt that its creation should be postponed until 2015 allowing entities such as the School time to incorporate the fee into their budget.

Motion by Tebon, second by McMullen to postpone the creation of a Stormwater Utility until 2015.  All ayes, motion carried. 
2. ADOPTION OF PUBLIC FACILITIES NEEDS ASSESSMENT AND PARKS IMPACT FEE STUDY DONE BY RUEKERT/MIELKE

Fritz informed the Board that the Parks Committee has been working with Ruekert/Mielke on the Public Facilities Needs Assessment and a Park Impact fee study.  Parks approved the study and it is now going to the Board for its final approval.  Fritz stated that Attorney Anderson had emphasized the importance of not allowing double dipping to occur for fees collected.
Motion by Fritz, second by Tebon to approve the adoption of the Public Facilities Needs Assessment and the Parks Impact Fee Study prepared by Ruekert/Mielke dated January 2013.  All ayes, motion carried. 
3. DEER-GROVE EMS COMMISSION 2014 BUDGET
Frutiger informed the Board that EMS presented two (2) options for their 2014 budget, one with using $40,000.00 of unassigned funds and the other without using the funds.  The Village’s portion, using the unassigned funds, would be $55, 857.53 and increase of $15,240.30 over 2013.  EMS’s 2014 budget increase due to State mandates that no longer allow them to have an internship program but after this increase their budget should stabilize.
Motion by Schreiber, second by Hasz to approve the EMS’s 2014 budget of $345,729.92, with the Village’s portion being $55,857.53, contingent upon all three (3) municipalities approving.  All ayes, Wilkinson opposed, motion carried. 
4. CAMBRIDGE/DEERFIELD POLICE/COURT 2014 BUDGET
The Board reviewed the 2014 police budget and due to questions regarding the cost the agenda item was tabled.
5. FIRE COMMISSION 2014 BUDGET

The Fire Commission approved a budget of $177,690.00 for 2014.  Line item 300, Building Maintenance, was reduced because in of the asphalt repair done in 2013, not needed for 2014.  Line item 321, Radio Maintenance, increased $1500.00 because of the DaneCom radios that need to be purchases and line item 320, Vehicle Maintenance increased $2500.00.
Motion by Tebon, second by McMullen to approve the 2014 Deerfield Volunteer Fire Department’s budget for $177690.00 as presented.  All ayes, motion carried. 
ORDINANCES

A. O2013-03 CHAPTER 34 IMPACT FEES
Fritz stated that Ordinance O2013-03, Chapter 34 Impact Fees, was prepared by Attorney Anderson, was reviewed and approved by the Parks Committee.  The ordinance allows the Village to impose Park Impact fees but can also be used for other impact fees approved in the future.

Motion by McMullen, second by Fritz to approve Ordinance O2013-03 Chapter 34 Impact Fees.  All ayes, motion carried. 
B. O2013-04  CHAPTER 24 ALLOW AMUNITION FOR RESALE

Ordinance O213-04 amends Village Ordinance 24.26(R)(3) to allow the reloading of ammunition for resale as a condition use in the C-1 District.
Motion by Tebon, second by Wilkinson to approve Ordinance O2013-04 amending Chapter 24.26(R)(3).  All ayes, motion carried. 
COMMUNICATIONS
Tebon stated that Village needs to appoint a new member  to the Fire Commission as Jeremy Wallenkamp has missed 3meetings and per the Commission’s by-laws cannot continue.
STAFF REPORTS
A. ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
McCredie reported that she would like to schedule a Personnel meeting on October 21st and a Planning Commission meeting for November 11th; Compost pick-up will start October 21st and continue every Monday through November 25th; Grade-Tech Pavers will be in town this week to start working on the 2012 and 2013 Street projects and per a letter from the Village Attorney their prices will be increasing for 2014.
