1.   2012 PARKS BUDGET ISSUES 

Vander Sanden informed the committee that the amount set for wages and fringe, in the 2012 Parks budget, have 

been adjusted based on the wages set in the General fund.  The Committee discussed slurry sealing the parking lot 

by Firemen’s Park and additional park expenses that will have to be considered due to the addition of Savannah 

Park which included the splash pad, maintenance of the tennis courts and Port-a-potties.  Schreiber felt the Village 

should look into setting up a reserve fund for the parks that could be used for maintenance.  The committee also 

discussed and agreed that the Village should start renting the shelter at Savannah Park. 

Motion by Schreiber, second by Smythe-Eagle to approve renting the Savannah Park shelter to Village residents’ at 

a charge of $100.00/day and non-residents at a charge of $135.00/day effective January 1, 2012.  All ayes, motion 

carried.
