CALL TO ORDER – NOTING OF ROLL BY CLERK 

The meeting was called to order at 6:10 by Chair Tebon.   Roll call: Schreiber, Frutiger and Tebon present.  Also 

present: Public Works Director, John Doyle and Trustees McMullen, Fritz and Hasz. 

 

CONSENT AGENDA 

Motion by Tebon, second by Frutiger to approve the June 10, 2013 agenda as presented.  All ayes, motion carried. 

A. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM APRIL 22, 2013 

Motion by Frutiger, second by Tebon to approve the minutes from April 22, 2013 as amended.  All ayes, motion 

carried.

NEW BUSINESS 

A. RESOLUTIONS 

1. R2013-09 COMPLIANCE MAITENANCE ANNUAL REPORT 

The Committee reviewed the Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR) for 2012.  The report showed 

that the Sewer Utility received a grade point average of 4.00 which is the highest amount to be earned. 

Motion by Tebon, second by Frutiger to recommend to the Village Board approval of R2013-09 for the 2012 

Compliance Maintenance Annual Report.  All ayes, motion carried.

C. REVIEW & ACTION 

1. SPLIT OWNERSHIP OF ROADS WITH THE TOWN OF DEERFIELD 

Tebon stated that he asked for this to be on the agenda to serve as a better understanding of what areas the Village 

is responsible for and that no action is necessary.  Frutiger stated that there is also an area in the Industrial Park 

that we don’t want to forget about.  Doyle suggested that the Village plow all of Liberty Street in exchange for the 

Township plowing all of London Rd. 

2. KEVIN WALSKE – 313 S. MAIN ST. 

The Village received a complaint regarding a visibility problem due to the arborvitaes located at the intersection 

of W. Quarry Street and the alley of the property located at 313 S. Main St.  Chris Butschke, the Village’s 

Building Inspector, issued a letter dated May 10, 2013 informing the property owner of the violation and a date 

that the problem needed to be rectified. Doyle stated that Public Works plans to trim the trees on June 17, 2013 

and requested that a police officer be present.  The Committee instructed that a letter be sent to Walskes informing 

them of Public Works plans. 

3. 2012 CONSUMER CONFIDENCE REPORT 

The 2012 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) was presented to the Committee for their review.  Per the DNR’s 

requirements a copy of the report was published in the Independent and information of where the public could 

review the report was provided on the utility bills printed on June 4, 2013. 

4.  RETAINING WALL – 16 W. QUARRY ST. 

Doyle informed the Committee that he received a complaint from the property owner of 16 W. Quarry St. 

regarding the retaining wall located at his property that had been installed by the Village.  Doyle obtained a quote 

of $9,260.62 to have the wall replaced.  The quote did not include the removal of the old wall or the cost of 

purchasing a new wall system.  The committee instructed Doyle fill in behind the wall with dirt to deter any water 

flow and to monitor the degree of which the wall is tipping.

STAFF REPORTS 
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A. LETTER OF CREDIT – WALTER  OLSON, DRUMLIN HILLS 

McCredie informed the committee that she was contacted by Kimberly Hoffman from Bayview Loan Servicing. 

Hoffman was inquiring into the Letter of Credit for Walter Olson/Drumlin Hills to see if there was a certain date 

that the Village expected the work in the plat to be done and if the project is sold or transferred what the 

procedure would be for replacing it.  Doyle will work with Myers on the punch list for the Drumlin Hills plat. 

 

McCredie stated that a complaint from Judy Hottman, 105 S. Main St., regarding the restoration of her property 

that abuts the alley was received.  Doyle stated he will talk to Hottman. 

 

McCredie also informed the committee that she was investigating the ownership of a piece of property lying along 

the northern side of N. Industrial Park Rd. which was previously owned by Andrew Zapata.
