On Wednesday, August 27, 2008 the Village approved the final documents needed to allow Donald Tierney to begin the construction of a new subdivision located on the Northwest side of the Village.  This area, when completed, will include over 400 acres of land on both the North and South side of Liberty Street.  Phase #1 will take 5 years to build out and will consist of 126 lots.
Many hurdles needed to be over come for this development to advance but this development will address major long term problems that existed in the Village such as:

1. Drainage problems

2. School liability to improve part of Liberty Street

3. Future location of the Deerfield Community Center

4. Funding for improvements for the Downtown area

I personally would like to thank the Village Board, Village Planning Commission Members, Don & Joanne Tierney and Tom & Sue Nelson for the last 3 years of work put into this project.

Another major item that is under development is the proposed Grocery Store.  This development is located on the south side of the Village on the vacant land south of Gullickson’s Trucking.  In the month of September the Village should be approving the plans and financing for this project and with any luck the store should be up and running in 2009.

Even in this unstable economy the Village of Deerfield has been able to sell land in the Village’s Business Park.  Ryan Ambulance Service recently purchased land and hopefully by the end of the year we will sell the remaining lands to a new industrial user that we are presently in discussion with.

TOWN COMPOST SITE 
The Town of Deerfield will be locking their Compost Site located at 733 London Road.  Hours of operation are Monday through Friday 7:00 A.M. - 3:30 P.M. by appointment only and Saturdays 8:00 A.M. – 12:00 P.M.  Appointments can be made by calling the Town at 764-5615 or the Village Public Works at 764-5497.  The site is for Village residents to dispose of lawn clippings, tree and brush and any other clean wood.  Wood chips are also available, free of charge, on Saturdays to residents at the site.
COMPOST PICKUP
The Village will be picking up leaves and compost on Mondays starting September 22nd and continuing through October 27th.  Items should not be bagged but separated into two piles, one being the leaves and the other woody vegetation, such as tomato plants, etc.  No large sticks or branches please.  The Village will NOT pick-up lawn clippings.  Village residents may dispose of their clippings by taking them to the Town Compost Site.  Please refer to the hours, location and requirements listed above for Town Compost Site.
TREE AND BRUSH PICKUP
