ATTENTION DOG AND CAT OWNERS

$15.00-spayed and neutered

$20.00-nonspayed/unneutered

$ 5.00-late fee after 4/01/2011

A Proof of Rabies vaccination MUST be presented when applying for a license either at the Village Hall or mailed with payment and a self-addressed stamped envelope to:  Village Hall. P.O. Box 66, Deerfield, WI 53531.  Licenses for 2011 must be obtained prior to March 31 to avoid a late charge.

PLEASE DON’T ALLOW DOGS AND CATS TO RUN AT LARGE!

Pet owners are reminded that it is unlawful to allow pets, cats or dogs, to run at large in the Village of Deerfield.  Pets must be contained to the owner’s property or under the owners control at all times.  

The Village of Deerfield has a three-dog per household limit; however, only two dogs may be outside at the same time.  

All pet owners must remove feces from public and private property to maintain healthy conditions.

SNOW & ICE REMINDER

Winter is just around the corner.  Here are some “WINTER WEATHER REMINDERS” to all Village residents:

· The Village will plow streets during snow storms of 2 inches or more.

· All ice and snow from sidewalks must be removed by 5:00 pm on the day after a snow/ice event.  Snow must be shoveled and ice must be removed.  If your sidewalk is not cleared by that time, the Village will remove it and charge you for the work, which is set at a minimum of $80.00.
· It is illegal to shovel, plow or blow snow into or across any Village street.  Violators will be ticketed.
All of these rules are included with the Deerfield Village Code and enforceable.  They are designed to keep the Village safe for travel during the winter month.  With everyone’s cooperation, we hopefully can enjoy a safe winter travel season!

PARKING REGULATIONS – WINTER AND ALTERNATE SIDE PARKING
Winter parking regulations are in effect and enforced regardless of weather conditions.  Please remember to park your vehicles appropriately for snow plowing.

Between Nov. 15 through April 15, Village residents should follow the alternate side parking regulations.  Park on the even side of the street on even dates and the odd side of the street on odd dates except on specially marked streets. Vehicles found parked illegally will be ticketed.
BUDGET NUMBERS FOR 2011 AND MILL RATE FOR 2010 TAX BILLS

The Village board approved its local 2011 budget on November 22, 2010, resulting in a general levy for 2010 of $1,062,398.42 and a mill rate of $5.8154, which along with the budgets from other taxing authorities resulted in a total mill rate of $20.3361 an increase from 2009 of $1.4497 mills.

This means that taxes on a $150,000 house in 2009 were $2,832.96 and for 2010, taxes will be approximately $3,050.42, an increase of $217.46. In 2010 the lottery credit will be $104.32, for those who occupy their primary residence as of January 1, 2010, and the First Dollar Credit will be $82.74.

The assessed value of the Village for 2010 increased $1,835,600.00 from 2009. The value of the Village for 2009 was $167,991,600.00 and for 2010 is $169,827,200.00.  This is attributed to the new housing growth.
